When to do Markers
Try to do makers at the end of significant experiences:
1. Celebrating leadership tenures:  being in service as a student d-group leader or for completing a service opportunity
2. After particular seasons of change or growth 
a. after eighth grade year
b. after ninth grade year
c. end of senior year
3. After decision to accept Christ
4. After decision to accept a leadership role (at church or other)
Examples of Markers:  
1. Devotional book that speaks to a specific need of that student
2. A letter
3.  A Cd of worship songs that they have come to enjoy
4.  Pictures of events where their service or leadership was evident
5. Crazy award celebrations at the end of a trip, leadership or service opportunity
Examples of Reunions
1. Christmas Parties
2. Visiting them at their college or work for a weekend
3. Revisiting a location of significant spiritual happening 
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
